Participants live in specially built private bungalows in a Maasai village where they explore the African savanna on foot with Maasai warriors, share stories with elders, discuss world issues of common concern, learn about wildlife conservation and animal husbandry, women’s issues, rites of passage, and discover the fine arts of beading, traditional healing, music and dance. “ This trip is scheduled with monthly departures in 2008 from January through April as well as October and November. Land cost is $4295 per person based on group size. 

Wildland Adventures was founded in 1986 by Kurt Kutay with the intention of offering authentic worldwide cultural and natural history explorations for active and inquisitive travelers.  

At the core of Wildland Adventures is its commitment to conservation and authenticity.  On a Wildland Adventures’ trip, there are remarkably few barriers between visitors and local cultures, creating an authenticity in the way people travel and the places they encounter.  A sample of destinations offered by Wildland Adventures includes Costa Rica, Peru, Patagonia, Belize, Alaska, Turkey, Egypt, Africa, New Zealand and Antarctica.
