Sea kayaks are available for fun exploration of the shoreline.  Naturalist guides provide interpretation on shore excursions that is oriented toward the interests and knowledge level of young participants.  Kids usually dine together and appreciate specially prepared meals including pizza, hot dogs, pasta and other dishes geared toward younger palates.
The Galapagos Family Wildlife Odyssey starts at $3,370 for adults and $1,920-$3,175 for children under 12 years of age.  School groups or families of 6 or more can charter their own yacht for a private departure. Itineraries include airport transfers, a private guided tour of Quito, three nights hotel accommodations in Quito, guided excursions, all meals on the 8-day cruise, and a comprehensive pre-departure information packet.
